Procedure:

Animal is found to be in need of attention or care; notice left for exhibitor. Exhibitor or designated person has two hours to bring the notice to
Extension / 4-H Fair Office and correct the situation. Exhibitors appearing within two hours receive no penalties; just education on correct animal
husbandry and the opportunity to care for their animals. Exhibitors who do not check their animals within two hours will be penalized see below
(a person may be designated by the exhibitor to check their animals when not at the fairgrounds):

REQUIREMENTS FOR EXHIBITING IN
DEPARTMENT 1—DAIRY

1. All dairy animals must be in place by 4:00 p.m. on Wednesday.
Check in will take place from 7:00 a.m.—4:00 p.m. on
Wednesday.

2. Exhibitors must be in 3rd grade and 8 years old or older as of
January 1 (current year).

3. Only youth enrolled in Clark County 4-H, FFA, Junior Holstein
Association, etc. may show dairy (no adults may handle or show
during the youth show).

4. 3rd & 4th grade youth are not allowed to exhibit cows.

5. Exhibitors must show their own animals. On show day if an
exhibitor has 2 animals that must be shown simultaneously in their
respective classes, one of the animals may be shown by another
Junior Exhibitor with approval from dairy superintendent.

6. Refer to ATCP 160.51 for health regulations and age classification.

7. NOHORNS ON ANY DAIRY CATTLE. No stubs or regrowth of any
kind will be allowed.

8. No animal or exhibitor may enter the ring with farm or herd ID on
their clothing or person.

9. The milking parlor will be opened on Wednesday morning at
10:00 a.m. and always be open except 2:00—3:00 p.m. and
8:00—9:00 p.m. for washing and during the 15-20 minutes when the
bulk tank is emptied and cleaned.

10. Stalls may be no longer than 8 feet (from the front of the stall.)

11. No automatic waterers connected to faucets allowed.

12. Clipping chutes will be allowed in the barn, if space permits, and in
designated areas only.

13. Cattle affected with ringworm, warts, mange, or scab may not be
exhibited unless the vet in charge determines the ringworm
lesions or warts are inactive and incapable of transmitting the
disease. Any cattle found with ringworm, warts, mange, or scab
must be removed from the fairgrounds. There will be a visual
check of animals before they come off trucks/trailers. It is highly
recommended that all animals shown at the Clark County Fair be
vaccinated for BVD according to your veterinarian’s
recommendations. It is also highly recommended that animals be
tested for Persistently Infected (PI) BVD.

14. Hay & straw can not be stacked higher than 4 bales in barns.

15.  An individual may bring up to a total of 5 dairy animals to the fair.
This applies to all exhibitors including those showing through
more than one organization (i.e. 4-H & FFA).

16. Alternate Animals: Alternates must be identified at the entry
deadline. Exhibitors are only allowed to bring the alternate if a
different animal is dropped. Alternate may substitute for any dairy
animal entered in the fair, as long as all other show rules are
followed (i.e. can only show 1 fall calf). Alternate animal must be
identified as an alternate on the dairy entry form and can be an
alternate for more than 1 exhibitor.

The “4-H member and Horse Information Form” includes
informational questions about the member and horse, Premise
ID number and attachments of picture (current full view) of the
project animal should be on the Global Vet Link Coggins OR
printed in color if submitted with a non Global Vet Link negative
Coggins. This form and attachments are due by May 15th.

To exhibit a horse/pony at the fair all youth/project animal
combinations must pass the “Clark County Horse Project Exam”
- halter; and to show in Riding or Driving classes an additional
exam by August 1 (current year). See Horse and Pony Project
Handbook for clarification. All exams with passing scores hold a
lifetime status. Check with the Horse Committee Chairperson on
your status.

It is mandatory that a helmet be worn by members at all times
when mounted or driving their animal at all 4-H and FFA related
horse functions.

No exhibitor may exhibit more than two head in the horse
project.

Exhibitors may enter one lot number per class with the exception
of Halter class. You may enter one halter class per horse.

If 16 or more animals are entered in any junior fair class, at the
discretion of the judge, the class may be divided into
approximately equal groups and each group judged as a class.
All animals must arrive at the fairgrounds by Thursday at 4:00
p.m. and stay until 4:00 p.m. Sunday. Exhibitors who need to
trailer in for the show on Saturday or on Sunday must have
approval from the horse committee and the fair board.

The original “Negative Coggins” test must be presented to the
Horse Superintendents upon entry to the fairgrounds. Anyone
not having this information in their possession at the time they
are requesting entry to the fairgrounds will be turned away.

No stallions born prior to January 1 of current year may be
shown.

Two members of a family can use the same project horse and
show the horse in two pleasure, one halter, two showmanship
and two equitation classes. The horse can be shown only once
in a specific lot number.

Individuals are to wear clothing appropriate to their style of
riding, i.e., western riders to wear western boots with a square
fronted heel (no fashion boots), long-sleeved shirt or blouse and
full length pants and belt.

c) Allriders must wear an SEI/ASTM certified helmet when
mounted or driving a horse. No exceptions.

d) Parent/adult may assist with grooming, clipping, bathing,
leading, lunging, and feeding. Only junior horse exhibitors
may ride.

e) No coaching from the rail by anyone while exhibitor is
exhibiting.

f)  NO dogs are permitted on show grounds.

Premiums—maximum state aid premiums per exhibitor is two;

one for the horse and one for the rider unless you show more

than one horse.

For your
cats protection, it is recommended that it be vaccinated for
Feline Leukemia Virus.

d. Cats/Kittens must be under daily care, feeding, and
supervision of the exhibitor.

e. Animals showing signs of fleas, ear mites or other illness will not
be admitted.

f.  Claws must be clipped before the show.

g.  Any animal not passing vet check at check-in will not be
allowed to be shown and must be immediately removed from the
premises.

h. Kittens must be 4—8 months old at the time of the show. Cats
over 9 months at the time of show are considered adults.

i.  Cages ARE NOT be provided. Individuals exhibiting cats must
bring the animal to the fairgrounds in a cage or cat carrier which
allows spectator viewing. Cats are to be taken home
immediately after showing.

j. Al animals must be on a leash when not caged.

k.  Bring your own feed and water dish, litter box, floor rug, and
frozen water bottles or ice pads.

. Two cats may be exhibited per member and must be in two
separate classes.

m. Judging will be based on general appearance and condition,
temperament, proper handling, hair coat, paws, nails and body
build, and responses to questions.
